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Torah Studies Department Overview 
 
The mission of the Torah High Schools’ Torah Studies department is to prepare its students for the 
academic, ethical, and moral challenges they will face in the world around them. Our Torah Studies 
program provides our students with the scholastic background and the moral fortitude that enables 
them to respond to life’s challenges in accordance with Halacha and with the refinement of 
character fostered by our Torah.  

The creation of the State of Israel is one of the seminal events in Jewish history. Recognizing the 
significance of the State, we seek to instill in our students an attachment to the State of Israel and 
its people as well as a sense of responsibility for their welfare.   

Our Torah Studies department puts a major focus on the study of Chumash (Bible) with 
commentaries, as well as the study of Navi (Prophets) with commentaries. Dinim (Jewish Law) is 
also stressed, as a means of practical implementation of Torah guidelines in everyday life.  

These courses include both a comprehensive overview as well as an in-depth, text-based analysis. 
The analytical method of study ensures that each student develops an appreciation of the beauty 
and veracity of the Torah.  

Much emphasis is placed on the personal growth of each student. This is further developed through 
careful textual analysis in the study of Chumash and incorporated into all Torah Studies classes. 
Through the study of Torah and Mussar (Ethics), our students become aware of the extent and 
parameters of the Torah’s concepts of refinement of character.   

CHUMASH (Bible) – study of the Bible in its original Hebrew text. The focus of this class is on 
developing textual skills for independent study, fostering higher thinking skills, and mastery of the 
subject matter. The classical commentaries are studied – Rashi in the lower levels, with additional 
commentaries, such as Ramban, Seforno etc., being added from the Mikraos Gedolos in the higher 
levels. Additionally, the moral and ethical lessons inherent in the text and commentaries are 
highlighted.   The entire school studies the same Sefer with a four-year cycle of Beraishis, Shmos, 
Bamidbar, and Devarim.
